We will have a limited number of spaces for Individual Assessments:  These are specific consultations focused on determining if a person is a candidate for using facilitation to further develop their communication.  Sessions are 1-1/2 hours long.  A written consultation report/recommendation is provided. 
 We will have limited spaces for Getting Started sessions: These sessions are for those individuals who are candidates for facilitation.  One or more people who support the individual at home, school or at work will be trained to use the method with the individual.  Recommendations from the assessment will be used in the getting started session.  A typical session is 1 - 2 hours, depending on how many people attend to be trained … and the ability of the supported individual to maintain focus for the given length of time. 
Consultation to teams: This includes observation of and/or direct interaction with one or more students, followed by a team meeting focused on problem solving communication issues.  A written report is provided.
